


FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

WHO CAN GO?
Any students who have completed 6th - 12th grade.

WHERE IS CAMP LOCATED?
The camp is located at 3054 Lindale-Mt Holly Road, Amelia, OH 45102

HOW MUCH DOES THE CAMP COST AND WHAT DOES
THE PRICE COVER?

The price of camp is $300, which covers everything needed for the
week except personal items, and snacks.

WHAT WILL THE STUDENTS BE DOING?

Students will have daily opportunities for personal quiet time, small
group discussions, and fun activities. They will also learn more about
God, take next steps in their relationship with Him, and have free time
to relax and have fun with friends.

WHEN DO THE STUDENTS LEAVE FOR CAMP AND
COME HOME?

We will depart from Better Life Church on Monday, June 15th at
10:00am. Please arrive around 9:00am to give adequate time to load
luggage. We will be departing from camp on Thursday, June 18th at
10:00am. That has us arriving back at church around 12:00pm.

HOW WILL THE STUDENTS GET TO CAMP?
The church will provide transportation for all students via a charter

bus, which will pick us up on Monday, June 15th at 10:00am



DRESS CODE

+ No halter top, tank tops (only can be worn to and from the
beach/pool areas), and spaghetti straps

+ No tight fitting/revealing clothing and/or shirts that expose the
midriff or undergarments.

+ No short shorts (past the fingertip length).

+ No shirts with suggestive logos or slogans, or with inappropriate
language.

+ Modest one-piece bathing suit or tankini that covers everything.
+ No speedo (guys)

+ Must wear a tank top and shorts to and from when going to the
pool or the beach.

+ Camp staff reserves the right to ask you to go change at any time.



CELL PHONE POLICY

Here is our policy in detail:

In an effort for your student to get the best out of camp and
encourage a distraction free time for them to grow in their relationship
with Jesus, we have created this Cell Phone Policy. Students can
have cell phones on the bus ride down and back. Once we arrive at
camp, students will power down their phones, and we will secure
them in a safe location. Each day during “Free Time” students will be
allowed to use their phone for 15 minutes to call home. They will also
be allowed to use them when we get in the room for “Lights Out” at
11:00pm. If your student does not have a cell phone, they will be able
to use their chaperone’s phone. Students will receive their phones on
Thursday morning prior to getting on the bus.

We are believing that God is going to change our students life at
camp.

CAMP RULES

+ All camp activities are mandatory for students.
+ Cell Phones only allowed at Free Time and Lights Out for 15
minutes
+ Students are not allowed to be alone with a member of the
opposite sex.

- There are no relationships at camp, except married couples
and of course a relationship with Jesus.
+ Respect all authority!

- Included but not limited to church staff, volunteers, and camp
leadership.
+ You shall never enter a room of the opposite sex.
+ You shall never leave your room after lights out.
+ You as an individual will be personally responsible and liable for
any room damages caused by negligent behavior.
+ Use and/or possession of alcohal, illegal drugs, tobacco of any
kind (to include vaping devices) or weapons of any kind will be
grounds for immediate dismissal from camp.
